

3 OFFICIALS TEAM SYSTEM
It is recommended that you consider adopting the 3 Official Team System for dual Meets.  With the 3 Official Team in place, the procedures, rules, and efficient flow of the meet becomes the responsibility of the 3 Officials Team.  
The primary advantage for the athletes is that they will experience the same procedures and rules that they will experience in a major invitational, regional, 

and state meet.
Breakdown of the major responsibilities of the 3 Official Team  in a dual meet:
Starter/Referee       Clerk of Course         Head Field Judge

Suggested Steps for assignment of 3 Official Team:
2.  Another option to consider: 
· Assign the following 2 certified official positions: Starter/ Referee and 

Head Field Judge  
· Assign an official from your school to be the Clerk of Course.  If needed, the 

     Starter and/or Head Field Judge would assist the Clerk with instructions/training.
