



REFEREE ASSIGNMENT
Pre-Meet Responsibilities:
1. Official duties begin when the Referee arrives at the meet site, and authority ends 

      30 min. after the conclusion of the competition.  
2. Examine the field event equipment and competition areas for safety.


3. Using a meeting and/or written form, communicate with the coaches on the topics of:  

      sportsmanship, properly equipped athletes, and jewelry.
           NOTE: Special circumstances and information from the Games Committee must be communicated: 

                     allowable field and/or track markings; restricted areas; coaching boxes/areas; starting 

                     heights for jumps; attempts in throws/horizontal jumps; open pit/flights for LJ/TJ.

Meet Responsibilities 
      1.  Concluding that a competition venue does not meet the 
            standards as set forth in the rules, the Referee can rule that
            an event will not be contested in a meet.
       2.  Interrupt or suspend the meet due to a situation that may 
            compromise the safety of participants, such as a 
            thunderstorm.

TIP: “Hot spots” for safety issues with meet facilities would include: pole Vault pits/standards; discus cage; flagging for field events; location of Clerk report area (bull pen); athlete traffic flow to and from the track facility.











Impact of REFEREE’S Leadership:  The steps a Referee takes prior to and during a meet results in a meet that is efficient (on schedule), minimum infractions, positive experience for athletes, officials, coaches, and team supporters.  Some important steps a referee takes are:


    ** Communication with officials on rules and procedures


    ** Establish the concept of “Team of Officials”


    ** Use of flags for officials to communicate “all are ready” 


         signal to the starter, umpires, finish line, and announcer.


    ** Encourage the concept of “preventative officiating” for 


        a low number of infractions and disqualifications.


    ** Proper procedure for the Clerk to check in athletes and 


         to stage athletes on the starting line in an efficient 


         manner.
